	It would be helpful to include the need for reviews of medication. A key recommendation from the 2016 RPS Wales Policy - "Improving Medicines Use for Care Home Residents was that 

‘Residents should receive a minimum of one annual medication review from a pharmacist, with additional support for significant medication changes. For patients with complex medication regimens, this review should increase to every 3-6 months’

	General comment
	The evaluation of Medicines Optimisation in Care Homes 
published by Midlands and Lancashire Commissioning Support Unit for NHS England & Improvement in May 2021 could be referenced. The review demonstrated clear benefits of pharmacy involvement for residents. Key benefits were identified as reducing  doses, stopping unnecessary medicines, reducing the use of medicines that cause drowsiness to reduce risk of falls and increase alertness, and helping patients and their carers understand the purpose of the medicines better. Further improvements in waste reduction were evidenced by the MOCH medicines waste quality improvement project, which produced a reduction in  avoidable  waste  of  £152,000  from two  PDSA  audit cycles.

	General comment
	It would we welcome if guidance could be included to support the care homes process when there is a change in care setting for any residents. The safe transfer of information about medication, and the patients understanding of this, is critical to ensure safety. This has been highlighted in evaluation of the DMR service in Community pharmacy.
